Law Enforcement

With our new operations adviser in fill place
now and lots of illegal activities going on, | have
asked Alec to give a report on recent activities.

SLCS - Operations Report
Anti-poaching operations have been very busy thestenonths. With the formation of the Mobile
Reaction Team (MRT) our anti-poaching efforts begahave a far wider emphasis than ever before!

The team operates in close partnership with ZAW & Wave assigned two very active and dedicated
officers to work with us as team leaders.

The SLCS sponsored Kakumbi Village scouts mostijuide reiormed poachers trained by the ZAWA
Field Training Unit, and also our toughest femaficer Catherine Kakumbi.

The MRT team isalways supported by a vehicle @clqreaction and deployment and has proved itself
tough and versatile anti-poaching team.

The ZAWA team leaders Mr. Phiri and Mr. Mbao briygars of practica field experience and extensive
case preparation and proseaution to the MRT andesna to work well not justin the field but alisothe

ocourtroom.

The MRT has done a number of investigation operatand village raids over the Western Escarpment
since its conception in August with excellent resul

Suspects arrested and information gathered indi¢hieillegal bush meat trade dong the Great Nardlal
is much more developed than we thought.

Rest assured that MRT will continue to concentaat¢he routes and network that have developed.chVat
this space!




In the meantime we are still actively supporting\¥A long field patrols with man-power, and also
conducting the regular anti-snaring patrols whioh s important and close to home.

We have implemented a proposal with Robin PopeiS#aat will givethe Mpamadzi River and the
surrounding areas 30 days mobile support patrotrage during the dry season.

A fy-camp will be based there during the rains amalhope this continued pressure will carry on ciuy
the poaching levels in that area.

Over the last months we have managed to plot métheavater holes that hold water year round, aitth w
the help of one of our trustees John Coppingerhasdhicro-light we have pin pointed key areas to
concentrate on at the end ofthe rains.

The months of March - July are peak poaching timeSouth Luangwa and John's Tafika Camp is ideally
situated to provide air reconnaissance over orte@most heavily hit areas.

While poaching continues to be a major problem tverdvave made very good progress in learning how
best to combat it.

Chilli fences

Human animal conflict continues to cause problemisuiangwa, increasing the tensions between people
and wildlife. It's nearly mango season so not aarly elephants attracted to farmer’s grain stores in
villages, they are also being attracted by the tsaed irresistible smell of mangoes.

In the last few months we had had to put a hdlh¢oexpanding chilli fence project in terms of ¢amging
more fences. Although the fence is readily beingepted by the community as a means ofmitigating
human animal conflict, we simply dono have the mawer to monitor any more of the existing fences.
The key to the success of the fence is ownershipnzsintenance of the fence by the farm er andthis
area we are concentrating on at present. We haesthe appointed our storemar/chilli enumeratonéo
assigned to the chilli fence project full time.IBiBanda, amiably known as “chilli Billy” is learng to ride
amotorbike and will soon be seen checking on fe@aoel human animal conflict sites full time.

“Chilli farming groups” have been formed in the RiseChitilila and Katemo areas and the groups have
been given treadle pumps on loan toassist wihi énming. This is stiictly on conditionthat faers
sustain their own £nces and are able to provide thvn materials in future. The pumps have been
donated to SLCS by Working Hand in Hand (USA) amdf@m T anzania. | have seen a number ofthis
type of pumps before but none that work as welihase do.

We also now have a pretty sophisticated chilli éedetab ase designed by a good fiend Jon Benbow, wh
recently came to visit us and spent time refiniigofour databases. Many thanks to Jon for dohig t
otherwise, extremely expensive and time consumadbg |

We are currently training one of our scouts, FloeeN' gandu in computers and she will eventually be
responsible for entering all data regarding cHféifices and patrols statistics.

Snaring and darting

There is a shocking amountof snaring going om@ntomentand we are receiving many reports oeshar
animals fom the lodges and the community. Desgigoing anti-snaring sensitizing withn the local
community, it seems to be having litle effectla moment. An ever inaeasing population outsideth
national park and the land use plan still not iscpl| does little to help the situation. Regulahydanti-
snaring patrols are sent out to sweep the areasraards are being removed but we keep finding fresh
ones.

The Honorable Chief Kakumbi has recently bannedmabrer of ishermen fom fshing in certain areas as
we are constantly fnding snares and snared animadlgeir vidnity. The Chiefs support in thesesea is
invaluable.

| have endosed some pictures of animals we hasteddeecently, beware they are nasty!!

This young male elephant was reported by a guidehék at Mfuwe Lodge, and was seen near Norman
Carr Drive. He had a horrifc snare wound whichilise worst | have seen. We managed to dart him,vemo
the snare and give him a large amount of anti-bsot@nti-inlammatories and vitamins. Atthough the
tendons were severed on the front side of the thaty were still intact behind. He still has a gobdnce

of recoveling espedally with the snare now off @ahd high dose of drugs. We had to turn him overmn
his other side as he went down on the side ofineatd this needed to be removed.

The elephant was seen a couple of times aftemiarghéng around slightly easier but has not beemsee
recently. Hopefully he has moved on and caught itlp avherd. Many thanks to Mishek for always
reporting snared animals as soon as he sees them.

This elephant was about ten years old and wasoparfamily of seven. The operation proved to bieequ
stressful br the family as they assumed we wsi@drto kill him and kept tryingto rescue him kgking
him up and chasing us. Ludkily we had the suppiitvo other vehicles from RPS to keep them away
dlowing us to get on with removingthe snare amdting his wounds. It will take a couple of months

we are confident he will recover completely.

Unfortunately the eephant on the right was nothsa¢ime and we only found him when he was dready
dead. He had a snare around his neck which washattao a log that he had been dragging arouneso h
most likely suffocated.

Up again after darting. Snare stil arourshieck and attached toa log.

Snared Leopard

John Coppinger (SLCS Trustee and owner of Rematea$afaris) came to the rescue while | was in
Lusaka recently. John received visit fom one efshfari hunters about 40km’sfrom Tafka who répdr
that there was a leopard with a snare on its bdtatached to a tree.

John managed to dart the leopard and remove thie which had luckily not caused any damage. They
stayed with her fora few hours until she came coamd was fully recovered. Thanks alot John!!

Hippo Culling

Hippo culling is due to begin in South Luangwa agais year and will continuein 2007. Ater a nuenb
ofinformative meetings with the ZAW A research tedhey informed all stakeholders that culling wae d
to start in November 2006.

There are approximately 19,000 hippos in the Luangeosystem and this is one of the most densely
populated hippo concentrations in the world. Theppsed figure of 500 hippos intotal tobe culled w
not damage the population and will bring in muchdee revenue for ZAWA. The ZAWA Regiond
Manager for Northern Province, Mr. Paul Ziambougently undertaking his thesis on the effects of
overgrazing of hippos in Luangwa. We look brwanchts findings and hopefully he will shed some tigh
on this question.

In principle SLCSis not infavour ofculling fdn&ndal reasons. ZAWA have applied very strindemis
br the culling operation and it is ourexpectatibat they are followed strictly.

Sampling of all carcasses will also be carriedand this should prove to be somewhat easier as cold
rooms and storage facilities are being construate8LAMU for the refigeration of carcasses.




The peak safari season is now coming to an endsvethdhe rains looming and we are busy preparing fo
rainy season operations. Fly camps are being preged and other wet season operations thoughsmut,
we shall leave you till next year and hope you hegeod festive season.
